» Bradley Property Acquisition:

0 A PA-DCNR grant application was approved by the @guCommissioners and was submitted to the
State. The Speedwell Foundation has pledged tfedgs@nt match. If the grant is awarded, we have
three years to complete the acquisition.

o Paul will communicate with the Speedwell Forge Adwviy Council as this process continues and will
seek the approval of the Council before any fieabmmendation is made to the County Commissioners
to acquire the property.

o No parking lot is planned for the new parcel as tihe. Visitors would access the parcel from eutr
Speedwell Forge Park trails via an at-grade crgssitspeedwell Forge Road. Parking for the parcel
could be provided off of Oak Lane in the future.

0 There would be no hunting on this parcel.



* Cooperative Farm-Game Program:

0 Advisory Council members introduced themselvedtending Pennsylvania Game Commission Officer
Greg Graham who patrols northeastern Lancastert¢€oOfficer Graham began as a PGC deputy in
1994, returned to Pennsylvania and has been a WWCIOUr years.

0 Speedwell Forge County Park is open to shotgunzlelaader and archery hunting. All PGC
regulations are in effect on County Park propertyeke hunting is permitted. Park rangers enforce
hunting. PCG signs will be posted to remind pasditeis to wear blaze orange during open hunting
seasons.

o Council members Helen Farrington, Dawn Darlingtod ®ave Wood, neighbors to Speedwell Forge
County Park, all reported hearing gunshots occgietween 6 and 7:00 p.m. daily for about the past
month; the shots are believed to be coming froomtyoparkland. Target shooting is NOT permitted in
the Park. Officer Graham and park rangers will lodk the matter.

o Officer Graham reported that a privately-owned rbgaeer propagation farm lost an adult buck that i
now roaming free. Graham is concerned that the@aliéer species may be threatened by this buck, i.e
chronic wasting disease, which is spread by ufewes, and saliva. Suspect deer need to be hadyest
and the head and spinal cord examined for presaribe disease. The escaped buck has yellow and
white ear tags. A sign about the lost buck willpested at the park kiosk and anyone harvestingltes
will be directed to contact Officer Graham.

* The County Parks Department will absorb $5,000uiddet cuts in 2015. Tight fiscal constraints aqeeeted to
continue in 2016, but improvement should be evide2017 with the County’s plan for property re@ssment.
» Speedwell Forge Lake Dam Update:

0 The dredging of sediment from the bottom of thelala is complete. A search is in place to secure

contractors to fix the dam.
