We share with you the preliminary findings of the study, which are tremendously promising: 
* Teachers report increased confidence, better use of school resources, stronger school preformance, a more positive attitude toward school, better school preparation, improved classroom participation and classroom behavior.
* Teachers' anecdotal reports are buttressed by report cards. "Littles" when partnered in socially and emotionally engaging school matches (as opposed to primarily educational mentoring matches) bring home higher English, Science and overall grades.
