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FIRST AMENDMENT TO THE SOFTWARE AGREEMENT

This FIRST AMENDMENT, effective this         day of September, 2022 by and between 
the County of Lancaster on behalf of the Lancaster County District Attorney’s Office, a 2A class 
county with a principal business address of 150 North Queen Street, Lancaster, PA 17603 
(hereinafter, the “COUNTY”) and CODY Systems, a(n) corporation with a principal business 
address of (hereinafter, the “CONTRACTOR”).

WHEREAS, COUNTY entered into an agreement (hereinafter “Agreement”) with
