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L Purpose:

To establish a policy and procedure to ensure that LCDAC and their contracted service providers are
utilizing the identified levels of care in the State of PA that align with The ASAM Ceriteria, 2013.

11 Procedure:

For LCDAC and the contracted service providers to be informed of the most current treatment levels of care

available in the State of Pennsylvania.

The following are the most current treatment levels of care available in the State of Pennsylvania:

Level 0.5 | Early Intervention

Level 1 Outpatient Services

Level 2 2.1 Intensive Outpatient Services
2.5 Partial Hospitalization Services

Level 3 3.1 Clinically Managed Low-Intensity Residential Services (e.g., Halfway
House) (adult, adolescent)

3.5 Clinically Managed High-Intensity Residential Services (Adult)/

Clinically Managed Medium-Intensity Residential Services (Adolescent)

3.7 Medically Monitored Intensive Inpatient Services (Adult)/Medically-
Monitored High-Intensity Inpatient Services (Adolescent)

Level 4 Medically Managed Intensive Inpatient Services

LCDAC will do its due diligence to inform all contracted service providers of the most current treatment level
of care options available throughout the State of Pennsylvania.

However, it is the responsibility of the contracted service provider to remain current and up-to-date with any of

the level of care changes instituted by DDAP and/or to the most current ASAM Criteria standards utilized by

DDAP in the State of Pennsylvania.
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
