Purpose:

To ensure that LCDAC does NOT withhold or alter the identified level of care service or identified
type of additional supportive service based on an individual refusing to become involved with
supplemental services deemed relevant to the individuals needs or betterment for the situation at hand.

Procedure:

If LCDAC chooses to provide additional activities or services, such as Intensive Case Management
(ICM) or Resource Coordination (RC), individuals CANNOT be required to participate in these or any

other ancillary services to be eligible to receive a specific level of care or type of service (e.g.,
Methadone, Buprenorphine).

Additionally, the LCDAC CANNOT require that a specific population (e.g., pregnant women, criminal

justice, adolescents) participate in ICM or RC or other ancillary services in order to receive a specific
level of care or type of service.
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
