L 
ancaster County was 

formed from the 

backwoods of 

Chester County on 

May 10, 1729.   The first 

courthouse was built directly on 

the square of Lancaster.  

Nineteenth century  growth 

prompted the building of a new 

courthouse at King and Duke 

Streets in 1852.  The courthouse 

became a central hub for filing 

deeds, naturalizations, 

marriages, and wills.  Today the 

Lancaster County Archives 

preserves nearly 300 years of 

records significant to local 

history  originally filed in the 

courthouse.
